During Term 4, our Partners in Print program is for
students in Kindergarten, Year 1 and Year 2 and
their parents/carers.

reading development and
empowering parents (who

are a child’s first teacher) to
support students with their

reading and language
development at home and

to become a strong, positive

and caring force in their
children’s reading
development.

Partners in Print will be held on allocated Friday
mornings, with a different class involved each week.
Teachers will lead small group activities based around
reading with parents/caregivers and their child. In
small groups, teachers will work with the students and
model a strategy that parents and caregivers can use
at home to support children’s reading and language
development. Parents and carers will watch how the
teacher works with the students and then work with
their own child one-on-one to practise the strategy
they observed the teacher implement. The process is
child centred, relaxed and enjoyable.
