Smoking Near the School

I would like to note a recent letter | received from
NSW Health in regards to the Smoke-free
Environment Act 2000. It states that smoking has
been banned within 4 metres of a pedestrian access
point of a public building (including schools). For the
sake of our student’s health, and the health of others
in our community, it would be appreciated that any
smoking that has to occur around the school be done
across the road from the school’s front fence.
Penalties for smoking in areas that have been banned
can be up to $550.

Live Life Well at School
Boosting the fibre in your child’s diet:

e Toss small white or kidney beans into tuna or
chicken salad.

¢ Add extra vegetables to soup. Often, kids forget
they're eating "vegetables" when it's part of a soup
or stew.

e Toss some of the following ingredients into salads
kidney or garbanzo beans; chunks of artichoke
hearts, cherry or grape tomatoes, grated fresh
carrot, summer squash and broccoli floweret’s.

e Substitute whole wheat flour in baked goods like
muffins, scones or pikelets. Start with partial
substitution and gradually add a larger percentage
each time.

e Try using wholemeal pasta; generally children
cannot taste the difference.
